Minutes

Reports  

A. George Moody distributed materials and reviewed the director's report, 
a copy of which is maintained in the State Board files. Chairman Childs 

referred to committees the following: 

Planning: Study of contracts per H. B. 1026 
Director's evaluation and compensation 

Finance: 	Study of Capital Improvements per S. B. 2960 

Susan Purdy left the meeting at this time, 2:15 p.m. 

B. Clyde Muse reported for the Presidents' Association: 

- dismayed at passage of H. B. 832 as amended. 

- no appropriation for capital improvements 

although some commitments for future support 

were secured. 

- seeking grant from Mississippi Library Commission 

for library consultant services. 

- approved statewide art competition. 

- postponed discussion of out-of-district recruiting. 

C. Program Committee Chairperson Bettye Applewhite announced that 
consideration of new vo-tech programs was postponed and agenda item 6 

was deleted. 
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D. William Terrell reported that the Finance Committee had received materials 

related to the FY 1990 budget request from the staff and also recommenda-

tions from the Presidents' Association. Copies of these materials and 

recommendations were distributed to all members for consideration in the 
June meeting. 

E. William Terrell announced that as chairman of the Legislative Committee, 
he will meet with the Presidents' Association on June 25-26 to discuss 

legislative matters for the 1989 Session. 

Vocational-Technical Programs  

Bettye Applewhite moved for the Program Committee that the State Board approve 

the staff's recommendation to terminate prior approval of eleven programs and 

extend approval for one-year of nine programs as shown as Exhibit I. The 

motion was seconded by William Terrell and passed unanimously. 

Administration of Nursing Support: FY 89  

Finance Committee Chairman moved that the policy for administration of 

Associate Degree Nursing support for FY 1989 be adopted. The motion, seconded 

by H. J. Pearson, carried unanimously. Exhibit 2. 

Disbursement Schedule: FY 89  

Upon motion by William Terrell and second by Herdia Cauthen, the State Board 

unanimously approved the disbursement schedule for state support funds for 
FY 89. Exhibit 3.

June 1988, were unanimously approved after motion by Bertha Daniels and second 
by H. J. Pearson.
