Mr. Breazeale made
a_motion, seconded by Perrin Purvis that the SBCJC approve the
budget escalation in the amount of $128,252. Motion passed by
unanimous vote.

c. Capital Improvements 5-Year Plan - Mr. Breazeale made a motion,
seconded by Amos Bridges, that the SBCJC approve the capital
improvements 5-year plan at $14,000,000 per vear beginning in FY

that the SBCJC approve a program application for Licensed Practical
Nursing, cip code 2.2/51.1613, for Northwest Mississippi Community
College’s Benton-Marshall Center. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
SBCJC Legislative Report - Bill Bunch distributed copies of an up-date of legislation
being followed by the SBCJC. (Exhibit H)
EDWAA (Workforce Training Grant) - Dr. Walter Howell reported on skills training
for dislocated workers.
Final Adoption Grant/Subgrantee Manual - Becky Cade reported that the
Grant/Subgrantee manual was ready for SBCJC approval. Paul Breazeale made a
motion, seconded by Alton Bankston that the SBCJC approve the Grant/Subgrantee
Manual. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Coahoma Community College District Consideration: Dr. Olon Ray reported on the
following:
1. Special legislative appropriation of $300,000 has been approved for Coahoma
Community College for fiscal year 1994.
