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MINUTES
STATE BOARD FOR COMMUNITY AND JUNIOR COLLEGES
Committee of the Whole Meeting
Thursday, April 14, 2011

The committee of the whole of the State Board for Community and Junior Colleges (SBCJC) met
at 6:00 p.m. at Huntington’s Grill in Jackson and then reconvened at 7:19 p.m. in the Hattiesburg
Room of the Hilton Hotel in Jackson, on April 14, 2011.

Members present: Mr. Bubba Hudspeth, Chair; Mrs. Patricia Dickens, Vice Chair; Mr. Duncan
McKenzie; Mr. Max Huey; Mr. Bobby Steinriede; and Mr. Ed Perry.

SBCJC Staff in attendance: Dr. Eric Clark, Mrs. Deborah Gilbert, Dr. Debra West, Dr. Joan
Haynes, and Mrs. Cynthia Jiles.

CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Bubba Hudspeth called the meeting to order at 7:19 p.m. Mr. Hudspeth welcomed the
board members and asked Dr. Clark to provide his report.

Dr. Clark reported to the board that Dr. Willis Lott and Dr. Mary Graham will attend the board
meeting on Friday, April 15™ to introduce Dr. Graham as the | incoming president of Mississippi
Gulf Coast Community College.

Dr. Clark reported on the final outcome of the support budget and the administrative budget. The
support budget passed the Senate with a vote of 39-5 in support of “level funding” compared to
FY 2011 and the administrative budget passed in good condition. Dr. Clark reported the
proprietary school fee bill passed and suggested that the board adopt the proposed fee schedule.

The bond bill, passed by the House and Senate, provides $25 million to colleges for construction
and repair, however, SBCJC was not awarded any additional funds for the new headquarters
building. Dr. Clark expressed the hope that we can find other sources of money so that the
SBCJC will not need to ask the Legislature for 100 percent state money to fund the headquarters
building.

The SBCJC name change passed both Houses and was signed by Governor Haley Barbour. It
will become effective July 1, 2011. In conjunction with this change, Dr. Clark has initiated a
college competition to produce a new SBCJC logo. One entry has been received and entries will
be presented to the Board at the May board meeting.

Mr. Duncan Mckenzie and Ms. Toni Cooley were approved by the Senate for full terms on March
23, 2011.

Dr. Clark addressed the proposed fee schedule for proprietary schools and the Board discussed
the surrounding states’ comparison and the need for increased oversight of proprietary schools.
SBCJC will submit this proposal to the Commission on Proprietary Schools and Colleges for
approval. This will allow SBCJC to charge fees, with no profit to the State Board, to pay $45,000
of staff salary, and hire a full time person to provide increased oversight of propnetary schools
Dr Joan Haynes will present the fee schedule for proprietary schools on Friday, April 15",

Dr. Clark suggested to the Board, under advisement from Chuck Rubisoff, that SBCJC hold a
teleconference meeting for preliminary and final approval of the fee adoption upon the
recommendation and approval by the Commission on Proprietary Schools and Colleges.
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Dr. Clark reported on the AACC convention held in New Orleans, LA. He attended several
educational break-out sessions; one in particular addressed proprietary schools and the need for
active oversight.

He concluded his report.

Dr. Debra West reporied that she would present in Dr. Shawn Mackey’s absence. This will
consist of two programs from Jones County Jr. College and East MS CC for approval and report
one program closure notification. Dr. West will provide an update regarding the award of the
SNAP grant. She will also present the standard workforce report, the updated WET Funds report,
the Grants activity related report, and career readiness certificate numbers.

Dr. Debra West reported that updates will aiso be provided regarding technical assistance to
Virginia College and reviewed deficiencies. The Board is awaiting a corrective action plan and a
timeline for implementation. Upon accreditation of the nursing program at Virginia College, the
Board of Nursing will decide if the current graduating students will be allowed to sit for nursing
board exams.

After several weeks of attendance at conventions and meetings, Dr. West will provide updates
regarding the Phi Theta Kappa international convention held in Seattle, Washington and the
accomplishments of Mississippi community college students.

She concluded her report.
Mrs. Deborah Gilbert reported that she will present the following items at the Friday meeting:

Attachment 1 is the approval request for General Fund Disbursements out of Fund 2298 in the
amount of $10,908,925.00 for May 2011 and June 2011. This will require approval.

Attachment 2 is the approval request for the Education Enhancement Fund Disbursements out
of Fund 4080 in the amount of $2,742,508.00 and Fund 4110 in the amount of $82,112.00,
totaling $2,554,620.00, effective April 30, 2011. This will require approval.

Attachment 3 is the update on Education Enhancement Funds. This is for informational
purposes only and does not require approval.

Attachments 4a and 4b are the Financial Statements for Funds 2291 and Special Funds as of
March 31, 2011. Attachment 4a is general fund information and Attachment 4b is special fund
information. This does not require approval.

Attachment 5a and 5b are the updates of the House and Senate Versions of Appropriations
Bills: S.B. 3041 — Appropriations Recap for Support and Administration for FY 2012, and S.B.
3100 —Bond Bill Recap for Community and Junior Colleges. This is for informational purposes
only and does not require approval.

Attachment 6 is FY 2013 Budget Requests- Requests for Board Member Input for Support and
Administration. This does not require approval. SBCJC will request approval at the June board
meeting.
