“While | disagree with Representative Moody’s estigs regarding the savings under
S.B 2189, the $328 million shortfall would be a dstating blow to health care services
in Mississippi. | will cut all optional servicesalable, which are estimated to be $49.5
million. This leaves nearly $300 million which mide cut from nursing home services
and prescription drug benefits.
