He was
charged with introduction of contraband (marijuanajter investigators found
approximately 3 ounces of the illegal drug hidderaichef salad in Officer Simmons
vehicle.

Simmons was taken to the Sunflower County Jailil \Bas set at $10,000.
The investigation is continuing to determine if didthal persons are involved. The
arrest is a part of MDOC's continuous effort topstbe introduction of illegal contraband
