The Governor’s Office, the Mississippi DevelopmAnthority, Hancock County Port
and Harbor Commission, Hancock County Board of 8upers, Department of Finance
and Administration and NASA partnered with Lockhééalrtin to construct the 222,000-
square-foot facility, and to provide the speciaizgining required for the 270 people
hired to work at the center.

The center will produce propulsion systems, sudhasters, used for satellites and
other spacecraft produced by Lockheed Martin SBystems. The thermal control
systems produced at the facility, such as therimlaintkets,” heat pipes, radiators and
engine heat shields, will protect space vehiclemfthe extreme temperatures of the
space environment. Metrology refers to the sci@iceeasurement, and the center will
be responsible for the highest level of “primamrstards” in the extremely precise
calibration of test equipment and tools. The Meyg Center, located within the same
facility, will be operated by Lockheed Martin Tedated Operations.
