Homeowners may qualify for up to three (3) mon#hgal assistance or they can choose to apply
the amount of the rental assistance towards minnoiale repair assistance. The necessary
repairs must be used to make the residence, saii¢ary and secure. If you are a renter you may
gualify for one (1) month of rental assistanteemsthat are not covered by the DHP are
