Special Needs patients should bring their medicioeggen, suction units or any other medical
supplies that will be needed for 24-72 hours.hé patient is on a special diet, they should bring
enough food for up to 72 hours. A personal caverglUST accompany the patient to the shelter
and must remain with the patient throughout thg atahe shelter.

Since this storm is not expected to be severegmatshould decide if they could safely stay at
home. It may be better to stay at home when thergdives in a sound structure outside a flood-
prone area, has emergency power, or when emergengst is not needed.
