“We are faced with threats today that seemed ukéile a year ago,” said Musgrove.
“It is important for us to have every possible smemcovered. This legislation offered a
cohesive plan for state agencies to ensure theysaid security of the people of
Mississippi.”

The bill passed the Senate by a vote of 52-0 omuaeip 13.
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
