 WHEREAS,  the  AFROTC  program,  conducted  at  the  University  of  Mississippi, 
Mississippi  State  University,  University  of  Southern  Mississippi,  Mississippi  Valley  State 
University, Delta State University, Mississippi  University for Women, Northwest  Mississippi 
Community College, and Northeast Mississippi Community College, represents a major source 
of commissioned officers; and

WHEREAS,  the  mission  of  Air  Force  Junior  Reserve  Officer  Training  Corps 
(AFJROTC) is to build better and more productive citizens in the nation’s high schools; and
