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On motion by Mr. Bourdeaux, seconded by Dr. Lovelace, the Board voted 
unanimously on Wednesday, January 15, 1986, that an executive s e s s f o n  
was necessary to d i s c u s s  a personnel matter ar the Mississippi Agricultural 
and Forestry Experiment Station (HAFES) at  Mississippi State University.  

On motion by Mr. Crosthwait, seconded by Mr. Jones, the Board voted 
unanimously on Wednesday, January 15, 1986, to meet in executive session 
t o  discuss the above mentioned matter. The Board heard a report from 
Dr+ Donald W. Zacharias, President of Mfssissippi State University, per- 
tafnfng to  the State Auditor's 1984 report dealing with MAFES. 

On motion by Mr. Bourdeaux, seconded by Mr. G r i f f i s ,  the Board voted 
unanimously on Thursday, January 16, 1986, that an executive session 
was necessary to discuss the Jake Ayers, et al .  v. W i l l i a m  Winter, e t  al. 
lawsuit since t o  do so in open meeting would have a detrimental effect: on 
the Board's litigating position. 

On motion by M r .  Crosthwait, seconded by D r .  Lovelace, the Board voted 
unanimously on Thursday, January 16,  1986, to meet i n  executfve session 
t o  diecuss the above mentioned matter. The Board heard a report from 
Mr. William F+ Goodman and Mr. Paul Stephenson, prfvste counsel in this 
lawsuit, and from representatives of the Off ice  of the Attorney General. 

On motion by Mr. Crosthwait, seconded by Dr. Lovelace, the Board voted t o  
instruct the attorneys to continue dialogue with the Justice Department and 
the private plaintiffs, The Governor and selected legislative leaders are 
t o  receive a sta tus  report from time t o  t i m e .  The attorneys should, in 
an appropriate manner, confirm to a l l  parties that presently there is no 
settlement offer, Mr. Denton Rogers, Jr,, President of the Board, 
appointed Mr. Crosthwait and Mr. Bourdeaux to keep the Governor and the 
legislative leaders appropriately informed as to the s t a t u s  of this caee. 
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
