3.  In addition to existing admission standards concerning 
high school course requirements which go into effect with 
the fall 1986 entering class, the temporary policy of 
deferrals listed below w i l l  be permitted during the tran- 
sition year of 1986-87. For 1986 summer and f a l l  
admissions, all deficiencies must be made up during the 
summer and fall of 1986. For first time admissions in 
the spring 1987, deficiencies must be made up during that 
semester. 

The temporary policy on deferrals for the transition year of 
1986-87 is as follows: 

a. No more than two deferrals of high school courae 
requirements will be permitted during the academic 
year of 1986-87,

b. Mathematics - one deferral, provided that the student 

takes and passes a Board approved, specially designed 
course in the field of deferral (Geometry or Algebra) 
in his f i r s t  semester/quarter/session. This course 
carmot be used for credit towards graduation. 

c. Science - one deferral, provided that the student 
takes and passes an initial credit biology. chemistry, -- - 
or physics course in his first ~emester/~uarter/ 
session. The student can take t h i s  course for 
deferral completion only in a discipline in which he 
has at least one Carnegie unit of credit. 

d. Elective - one deferral, provided that the student 
takes and passes an initial credit course in mathema- 
t i c s ,  biology, chemistry, physics, or foreign 
languages in h i s  f i r s t  semester/quarter/session. 
The student may not use a mathematics course for this 
deferral if he must use the mathematics deferral. If 
a science course is used for the e lec t ive  deferral, 
the student must have completed a t  least  one Carnegie 
unit in the discipline selected. 

3 ,  In addition to existing admission standards concerning 
high school course requirements which went into effect with 
the fall 1986 entering class, the permanent policy of 
deferrals listed below will be permitted:

b. Mathematice - one deferral, provided that the student 
takes and passes a Board approved, specially designed 
course in the field of deferral (Geometry or Algebra) 
in h i s  first semester/guarter/session. This course 
cannot be used for credit towards graduation. For 
students with both a mathematics deficiency and a 
score below 12 on the mathematics portion of the ACT 
(350 SAT quantitative), the student must have taken 
and passed a Board approved, specially designed 
course in the f i e l d  of deferral (Geometry or Algebra) 
by the end of his first academic year. 

c. Science - one deferral, provided that the student 
takes and passes an initial c r e d i t  biology,  chemistry, 
or physics course in his first semester/quarter/ 
session. The student can take this  course for 
deferral completion only in  a d i s c i p l i n e  i n  which he 
has at least one Carnegie unit of credit. 

d .  Elective - one deferral, provided that the student 
takes and passes an initial credit course in mathema- 
tics, biology, chemistry, physics, or foreign 
languages in his first semester/quarter/session. The 
student may not use a mathematics course for this 
deferral if he must use the mathematics deferral. If 
a science course i s  used for the elective deferral, 
the student must have completed at  least one Carnegie 
unit i n  the d i s c i p l i n e  selected. 

On motion by Mr. Crosthwait, seconded by Mr. Griffis, the following 
change on page 6 ,  paragraph 4 ,  of the Admissions Standards and Core 
Requirements was approved w i t h  Mr. Boutdeaux abstaining: 

From: 

4. In addition to the above deferrals, for 1986-87 no more than 
f ive  percent of  the previous year's freshman c l a s s ,  or a 
m i n i m u m  of  fifty, may be exempted from no more than two courses 
as required in the regular admission standards A. 2. above. 

4. Each institutional executive officer may exempt at his 
discretion up t o  40 students per year from the required high 
school courses. 

The institutional executive officers will make an annual report to the 
Board office on the utilization of the deferral and exemption p o l i c y .  

On motion by Mr. Bourdeaux, seconded by Mr. Jacobs, the Board voted to 
end discussion as Committee of the Whole.

of Education and the Internal Revenue Service to withhold 
Federal Income Tax refunds from former students who have 
defaulted on student loans.
