Welty and the Craft of Writing is a DVD and CD-ROM 
media resource kit for teachers and includes film of 
Welty reading three of her most studied short stories: 
“A Worn Path,” “Petrified Man,” and “Why I Live at the 
P.O.”  The films also contain short interviews with Welty 
about her work. Each story segment is between 26 and 
29 minutes long.  

The kit also contains a companion CD-ROM with man-
uscripts, correspondence, and photographs by Welty 
relating to each story. These materials, which are part 
of the Welty Collection at the Mississippi Department of 
Archives and History, give valuable context and insight 
into the creation of these stories. A Guide for Teachers 
with suggested questions for students is included.
