Administration of Mississippi Student Loan or Scholarship
Programs." Rules and regulations for implementation of the
Omnibus Scholarship Bill will be presented to the Board in
June, 1991. A copy of the overview is included in the bound
"Board Meeting Agenda, Working File Copy, May 16, 1991," on
file in the Board office.

Program suspensions through the 1991-92 academic year are: (Graduate and
Professional Education) Chiropractic Medicine, Orthotics/Prosthetics,
Podiatric Medicine; (Southern Regional Education Board) Optometry or
Osteopathic Medicine. Due to a reduction of FY 92 funding, no new
(entering) students will be eligible for program admission from the 1991-92
academic year at which time the Board will reassess availability of
funding.

3.Considered Board Policy, for Adoption in June, 1991, on Non-Discrimination of
Handicapped Individuals, To Read as Follows:

No otherwise qualified handicapped individual as defined in section 7(7) [29
USCS § 706(7)], shall, solely by reason of his/her handicap, be
excluded from the participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be
subjected to discrimination under any program or activity receiving
Federal financial assistance. Institutions governed by the Board of
Trustees of Institutions of Higher Learning shall promulgate such
directives and regulations as may be necessary to carry out this
policy.

4.Considered Amended Board Policy, for Adoption in June, 1991, of Proposed
Revision of Board Policy 606.04 Regarding Tuition Remission for Full-Time
Faculty and Staff, to Read as Follows:

606.04 TUITION REMISSION

Full-time faculty and staff of the State Institutions of Higher Learning may, with
the approval of the Institutional Executive Officer,
register without tuition for two academic credit courses
per term at the institution where they are employed.

Full-time employees in the central office of the Board may, with the approval of
the Commissioner, register without tuition for two
academic credit courses per term at any institution of
higher learning under the governance of the Board.

Information:Mr. Luvene asked how the proposed policy on tuition
remission would assist faculty development. Dr. Cleere stated
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that he would ask the institutional executive officers to take
under advisement the above policy as it relates to faculty
development.

5.Adopted Amended Board Policy "Official Holidays," §805.08 to be Effective for
the Fiscal Year Beginning July 1, 1992, to Read as Follows:

805.08 OFFICIAL HOLIDAYS

Unless otherwise approved by the Board, all offices are closed on the Fourth of
July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, New
Year's Day, and Martin Luther King, Jr. Day. Other days may
be designated as holidays by the Institutional Executive
Officer, not to exceed a total of 15 days a year. (Effective
July 1, 1992)

6.Approved Request to Allow Delta State University to Hold Classes on Monday,
September 2, 1991, Which is Labor Day, and Dismiss Classes on Monday,
December 2, 1991. This approval is made as an exception to Board Policy
805.08 as amended and approved on May 16, 1991, with exception to be
considered permanent, thus negating the necessity of yearly Board
approval.

7.Approved Permission to Hire William Perry, a Principal of the Towers Perrin
Company of Atlanta, Georgia, as a Consultant to Develop a Feasibility
Study for the Board in Relation to Establishing a Separate Group for Life
Insurance and Health Insurance for its Employees. Further, approved
permission to proceed to establish a system-wide committee of
representatives from the institutions to participate in this process in an
advisory capacity.

The meeting of the Joint Conference Committee of the University Hospital
Medical Staff and the Board of Trustees of State Institutions of Higher Learning
was called to order at 9:30 a.m. on Thursday, May 16, 1991, by Dr. Joe A.

Vice Chancellor's Report (Dr. Norman C. Nelson)

The Mississippi Children's Cancer Clinic was dedicated on Wednesday, May 15,
1991. The dedication represents the successful conclusion of a two million
dollar fund raising project undertaken by the Junior League of Jackson in 1986.
Through their involvement in Friends of Children's Hospital, it is hoped that a
replacement pediatric hospital may be built on top of the new clinic at some time
in the future.

Commencement exercises for the Medical Center campus will be held on
Sunday, May 26, 1991. It is expected that 300 degrees will be conferred during
the ceremony. Senator Trent Lott will address the graduates.

Dr. John Morrison, Professor of Obstetrics and Gynecology, has been notified
that he is to be the recipient of the William Beaumont Award. This award, one of
five distinguished honors bestowed by the American Medical Association, is
presented to a physician faculty member (under the age of 50) who has made
significant contributions to medical science. It was noted that Dr. Morrison has
a long and notable history of accomplishments in perinatal research. One of his
innovations led to the successful treatment of sickle cell crises during pregnancy
through use of transfusions.

The Mississippi Medicaid program, under statutory authority recently enacted by
the legislature, will soon initiate a "voluntary contribution" program which will
allow healthcare providers to transfer cash to a trust fund. The fund is to be
used to enhance Medicaid's financial position, primarily through the federal
matching program which provides four dollars to Medicaid for each state dollar
made available. Hospitals which provide cash transfers to the fund are expected
to receive two dollars in return for each dollar made available. University
Hospital anticipates forwarding $300 to the fund for each of its Medicaid
inpatient days. However, the program is expected to cease or undergo significant
modification on January 1, 1992, because of budgetary concerns expressed by
the federal government.

The West Basement project is proceeding on schedule, with completion expected
during the coming Fall. This project has not been as disruptive on hospital
operations as had originally been thought.

The hospital's intern and resident quarters on the eighth floor have recently been
renovated, providing a more appropriate environment for house officers who
must remain in the hospital overnight. Those residents who have used the area
have commented favorably about the accommodations and noted that the
renovation has assisted with recruitment.

Hospital Director's Report (Mr. David E. Bussone)

The Board was reminded that the hospital had received the maximum three year
accreditation from the Joint Commission or Accreditation of Healthcare
Organizations (JCAHO) during its survey last August. As a result of a recent
communication with that organization, the hospital has been notified that all
Type I comments had been successfully resolved, and the hospital's overall
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accreditation score increased. The activities of the Medical Staff, particularly in
credentialing and quality assurance activities, were largely responsible for the
recognition of the hospital's efforts toward continuous improvement.

A portion of the Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act of 1990 (OBRA '90) passed
by Congress this past Fall 1990 will affect hospitals. Under this legislation,
hospitals will be mandated to inform patients of their right to provide hospitals
with "advance directives." Advance directives are living wills, healthcare durable
powers of attorney, and other documents which allow patients to make their
intention for continuing care known prior to receiving care or the beginning of
treatment. Hospital administration, the Medical Staff, and legal counsel will
develop appropriate materials and policies for implementation prior to the
December 1, 1991 deadline.

A revised external disaster plan has been cooperatively developed between the
hospitals in the Jackson area. The plan outlines the manner in which the
hospitals will work together in the event of a major disaster, or if individual
hospitals have incidents which require the transfer of patients to another facility.
The revisions were undertaken as a result of hospital participation in the
National Disaster Medical System and potential involvement in caring for
casualties from Operation Desert Storm.

As part of the routine evaluation of its safety program, the hospital Safety
Committee analyzes data, develops recommendations, and implements activities
to provide a safe environment for patients, visitors and employees. Safety
awareness projects have recently been initiated as a part of the ongoing
monitoring endeavors of the committee.

Chief of Staff's Report (Dr. Owen B. Evans for Dr. Files)

The following quality assurance activities have recently been concluded or
inaugurated:

-Clinical indicator lists and monitor summaries have been updated for all clinical
departments, in compliance with JCAHO requirements.

-A revised incident report form is being utilized. The new form permits improved
trending and analysis of activities.

-Quarterly reports have been received from applicable hospital departments,
successfully closing out all quality assurance activities for the most
recent three month period.

-The Ambulatory Services Committee has developed a revised sedation policy
which defines the scope of practice for physicians and nurses within the
Department of Ambulatory Services for conscious sedation of patients.
